As we approach the upcoming local, state, and national elections, | have received
many emails, calls, and letters with questions from Catholics and other people of
faith regarding how to vote.

Let me start off by saying that no member of the Catholic bishops, priests,
deacons, religious, or laity in church leadership may endorse or oppose any
candidate for office. The US Catholic Bishops document “Forming Consciences
for Faithful Citizenship™ prohibits any endorsement of a candidate by church
leadership but challenges Catholics to vote with a properly formed conscience... A
well-formed conscience is formed under the guidance of the Holy Spirit through
prayer, scripture, and reflecting and informing oneself about the moral teachings of
the Catholic Church as guided by “Faithful Citizenship.” It is our responsibility as
disciples of Jesus to look carefully at the platform of each candidate and compare
these principles to the teaching of Christ and the Church.

As Christians, we believe in the values handed on to us by Jesus and our tradition.
I invite the faithful and all people of good will to study carefully the information
from the bishops’ conference and, through prayer, make a responsible decision
based on a well-formed conscience in the upcoming election.

Let us together pray for our country and for peace in our world.

Why does the pope wear white?

The pope’s daily dress includes a white cassock and zucchetto
(skull cap), a white short shoulder cape and a white sash embroidered
with his pontifical coat of arms. This is accompanied by a pectoral
cross of his choosing. Depending upon circumstances and weather
conditions, papal dress may be supplemented by a hat and full-
length red cape (although I don’t think Pope Francis wears the red
cape). Popes also used to wear red shoes, but the color of shoes
is up to the pope; there is no rule that defines the color of shoes.
Pope Francis has shunned wearing red shoes; he wears black shoes.
The pope’s all white wardrobe makes him immediately recognized
worldwide.

Guillaume Durand, in his 1286 treatise on liturgy Rationale
divinorum officiorum, offers what some consider the fullest
interpretation of the color of the papal robes: the white robe
refers to the purity and holiness of life, while the red accessories
symbolize the blood of Christ and his sacrifice for us.

Tradition has the wearing of white going back to at least the
papacy of Pope Pius V, who was elected pope in 1566. He was a
Dominican friar who did not want to give up the distinctive white
robes of his Dominican order. Another tradition reflects that the
white robes of the popes comes from the appearance of a white
dove at the time of the martyrdom of Pope St. Fabiano in the year
250.

Besides the pope, there are several religious orders that wear
mainly white habits: the Carthusians, the Canons Regular
of Premontre, the Order of Preachers (the Dominicans), the
Camaldolese, the Trappists, the White Fathers and the Marians of
The Immaculate Conception.
