A Follow-up Letter from Lenten Mission Speaker Mike Patin
Dear friends in Christ,

I wanted to thank you all for the welcome you provided me while in your parish. It’s always a privilege
to be invited to share our Catholic faith. I appreciate the gifts of your time, your presence, and our
personal chats.

I want to thank Fr. Jason for his kindness and hospitality in having me speak at the mission. I also want
to thank the staff and all who volunteered for their help in planning and handling details of the mission.

I hope that the messages I offered can give us all (myself especially) a reminder of God’s close
presence in the realness of everyday life.

* (Palm Sunday-Burro) It’s hard to remember that God still speaks directly to us as he did to Bible persons and saints. He chooses us, like
he did a simple mule on Palm Sunday, to bring him to others.

* (Holy Thursday-Bread and Basins) God always journeys with his people. He fed the Old Testament Hebrews in the desert of the
Exodus. Jesus fed hungry crowds in the gospels. He feeds us in our struggles now in the Eucharist. The bread of Holy Thursday is coupled
with the basin—we too are called to imitate Jesus, who washed feet...that is, we are called to serve others.

* (Good Friday/Easter Sunday--Bricks and Bouquets) Suffering can make us believe we are alone. We are called to remember Jesus joins
us in these times--and asks us to join our sufferings to his. He also calls us to allow him to heal “dead areas” in our lives: bad habits, broken
relationships, and ‘disordered affections.’

I will continue to remember you all in prayer and ask that you pray for me.
